CENTENARY PILGRIMAGE TO 
FATIMA WITH LOURDES AND 

GARABANDAL 
6th to 15th October 2017 (9 nights / 10 days) 

This could be a pilgrimage of a life-time. We will arrive in 
Lourdes to celebrate the Feast of Our Lady of the Rosary. Then 
we travel to Garabandal where Our Lady appeared over 2000 

times to four young girls during the 1960’s. We then journey on 
to Fatima and stop on the way to celebrate Mass at Loyola 

where St Ignatius was born. At Fatima we will join in the cele-
brations for the 100th anniversary of the apparitions of the 

Blessed Virgin Mary which ended on 13th October 1917. 

Because of the centenary the costs at Fatima have risen and cost will 
be £1,495 for 9 nights accommodation and because of the number of 
pilgrims wanting to go to Fatima we must have bookings registered 
before the end of February—but final payment does not have to be 
made until the end of August 2017. This will be a wonderful pilgrim-

age so please try and join us as we travel with Our Lady. 

HOLY FATHER’S PRAYER INTENTIONS 

There is now only one pre-planned Prayer Intention given by the Holy 
Father for each month. A second ‘urgent action’ intention will be is-
sued monthly on behalf of the Holy Father by the Pope’s Worldwide

 May Intentions: Christians in Africa—That Christians in Africa, in imi-
tation of the merciful Jesus, may give prophetic witness to reconcilia-

tion, justice and peace.      

May Urgent Intention: Priestly Vocations: Led by the Spirit for Mis-
sion—May he give us priests enamoured of the Gospel, close to all 

their brothers and sisters, living signs of God’s merciful love.

Please come forward quietly and prepare yourself to 

receive Holy Communion. Please bow before receiving the 
Body or the Blood of Jesus as a sign of reverence. Remember to 

say a prayer of Thanksgiving after receiving Holy Communion.         
Please always try and be on time for Mass. Arriving late can 

mean that you have not prepared for the celebration.          
Please do not chew gum or eat sweets in church. All of this will
